Staffing 

A high adult: child ratio is essential in providing good quality care.  A majority of our staff are 

qualified to level 3 or above in childcare and education. 

We have at least one member of staff to: 

 3 children aged 6 weeks to 2 years  

 4 children aged 2 to 3 years  

 8 children aged 3 to 5 years  

All Saints Nursery is registered with OFSTED to care for 36 children. 

We can accommodate 9 children aged between 6 weeks and two years and 27 children aged 

between 2 and 5 years. 

Further training is encouraged for all our members of staff to provide professional development 

and update their knowledge.
